Submission Requirements 
 
• All works must have been done in last three 

years. 

• All works must meet established criteria:  two 

dimensional work must be wired to hang and no 
larger than 48” x 48”;  three dimensional work that 

is to be exhibited inside may not weigh more than 
100 pounds.  

• Entry images must be submitted on a compact 

disk and should have a resolution of no larger than 
300dpi (maximum dimension of 1000 pixels wide 
and 800 pixels high.  Please use a jewel case or 
sleeve to protect the CD.  CD will be returned if 
SASE is included. 

• Artist should submit entries with a completed 

entry form plus typed biographical information 
and an artist’s statement that are no more than 
one paragraph each.   

• All shipping and shipping insurance costs 

are the responsibility of the artist.  Work must 
be delivered no later than Tuesday, Sept. 23, 
2008. Hand deliveries must be made by ap-
pointment between Sept 15 and Sept 23. 

• There is a 10% commission for any work 

sold.  All commissions are considered donations 
to St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church for outreach.
